Request for Expressions of Interest (Eol) in Access to Justice Project Implementation

Search for Common Ground (Search), established in 1982, is the largest dedicated international
peacebuilding organization committed to transform the way the world deals with conflict - away
from adversarial approaches and toward cooperative solutions. Our in-depth programming in
almost 40 countries, with a network of over 900 partners enabled Search to reach over 400,000
direct participants through media programs in 2018, in many of the world’s most challenging
conflict areas. During the same year, we were honored to be nominated for the Nobel Peace Prize
for our work in peacebuilding processes. Search started its work practically in early 2019 in
Afghanistan.

Under the EU funded project, Search Afghanistan (SFCG-Afghanistan) is currently implementing
the ‘CSOs for Accountable Justice: Empowering CSOs and Media to Improve Access to Justice
and Provision of Legal Aid’ project. The overall objective of the project will be achieved through
two complementary specific objectives that seek (SO1) to empower local CSOs/CBOs and Legal
Aid Service Providers (incl. Legal Aid networks and Clinics, and the Afghanistan Independent Bars
Association) in nine provincial areas of Afghanistan (Nimroz, Paktia, Khost, Laghman, Parwan,
Badakhshan, Badghis, Daikondi, and Samangan) to enhance the provisions of legal aid and
services, especially for women and children; and Specific Objective (SO2) to increase citizens’
awareness of their rights, and existing legal services and provisions for access to justice.

To achieve SO1, Search Afghanistan will work in partnership with local CSOs/CBOs (Civil Society
Organizations/Community-based Organizations) that are rooted in the target communities and
have a high level of acceptance, knowledge of the specific needs of the target groups, ability to
reach out to remote areas and mobilize them. The goal will be to empower them to provide and
increase awareness of legal aid assistance to the most vulnerable people, women and children
as victims of physical and mental abuse, discrimination and corruption.

The action will strengthen the role and capacities of community based CSOs/CBOs that provide
legal aid by supporting their role and voice in local communities and towards formal legal aid
providers, in order to improve the supply side of justice services.

We seek contact and collaboration with any organizations who are genuinely interested in working
with us to strengthen their capacities in providing access to justice services in their respective
provinces.
